1  PREFERENCE: Registered Students signing up for BOTH ENV4910 & GEL4910, the 24 day trip.st

2  PREFERENCE: Registered Students signing up for EITHER ENV4910 OR GEL4910, one of the 12 day trips.nd

3  PREFERENCE: Registered Students signing up for EITHER ENV4910 OR GEL4910, but would like to participate for 24 days.rd

4  PREFERENCE: Paying spouses, friends, other faculty, auditing students, etc. that will NOT enroll in any courses.th

In order to be allowed to register you must also bring the following documentation:

G Valid Passport valid for the anticipated travel dates. All countries visited are party to the Schengen Agreement.
As such, U.S. citizens may enter these countries for up to 90 days for tourist or business purposes without a visa. The
passport should be valid for at least three months beyond the period of stay.

G Proof of International Health & Liability insurance.  If you do not have insurance that will cover you
internationally, you can purchase a 1 month  insurance through the German Automobile Club (ADAC) for €63.00
